PC Card Options for the FW300 and FW500
Ultra-Rugged Handheld Computers.
The variety of PC [PCMCIA] Card and CF [Compact Flash] card
offerings in the market place is improving rapidly.  The FW300
and FW500 ultra-rugged handheld computers from Radix are
both able to take two type I or two type II or one type III PC
Cards to enhance the options for the product.  Each type II PC
Card slot can house a Compact Flash card using a passive
carrier.

Any required PC Card can be used in conjunction with the Radix
FWP-30 integrated thermal printer and a back box peripheral,
such as the integral barcode reader or image capture device.
This unique product design from Radix ensures that a one-
handed solution can always be implemented.  Radix are able to
house ‘oversize’ cards with a specially designed PC Card cover
to house antennas. With the modular design of the FW300 and
FW500 implementation of PC Cards is straightforward.

Some of the most employed PC Card options for the mobile
computing environment include GSM Cards [European
standard, CDPD American standard or GSM International
standard], which offer ‘real-time’ communications via a SIM
card and the appropriate mobile network.  These cards can,
depending on the application, be used as a wireless PC Card
modem.  With appropriate software these cards allow data
collection and updates to become ‘real-time’ actions.  

Additional memory PC Cards are also a popular choice as they
offer high-capacity storage capabilities for users requiring more
storage than the 32Mb currently available in the FW500 unit.
Micro drives are available offering up to 1GB in each card,

therefore a maximum of 2GB could
be utilized within either the FW300
or the FW500 unit.  RAM and
FLASH memory cards are also
available to ‘top-up’ the current
handheld computers memory.

Utilizing
these cards makes it possible to access real-time data over a
radio network almost instantaneously, offering access to, and
the updating of, a central database of information while mobile.

IEEE802.11b is fast becoming the standard for low power
[unlicensed] radio data communications, allowing inter-activity
between card manufacturers and the radio backbone that has
been installed at the site.

GPS PC Cards are also available to provide exact position and
navigation systems to handheld computer users.

Bluetooth is a radio system which is also available on PC Cards.
This revolutionary communications network allows the
communication between items within a 10 meter range of the
host device.

Bluetooth ensures that downloading can be achieved by walking
into a room with the host system, so can uploading.  A handheld
unit can communicate with a printer, PC, other handheld
computer, mobile phone or any other device complete with the
Bluetooth technology.
